The Ministerial Meeting on the New Urban
Agenda (NUA), convened at WUF13, marks the
midpoint of the NUA's implementation (2016—
2036) and serves as a key milestone toward
the High-Level Political Forum (HLPF) 2026 and
the UN General Assembly review. It provides a
strategic platform for Member States to reflect
on progress, identify persistent gaps, and
define priorities for the decade ahead, with a
particular focus on housing as a central driver
of sustainable urban development.

Anchored in the three transformative
commitments of the NUA—social inclusion
and poverty eradication, shared prosperity,
and environmental sustainability—the
meeting highlights housing as both a human
right and a catalyst for economic opportunity,
resilience, and climate action. Despite
global commitments, access to adequate
housing remains out of reach for billions,
with inequalities disproportionately affecting
marginalised groups and people living in
informal settlements. At the same time,
climate change, urbanization pressures, and
geopolitical crises are intensifying housing
challenges worldwide.

The Ministerial Meeting combines
national statements with three high-

level thematic panels addressing: (i)
housing for social inclusion and poverty
reduction; (i) housing as a driver of urban
prosperity and opportunities; and (jii)
housing for environmentally sustainable
and resilient urban development. Through
these discussions, ministers and
stakeholders will share good practices,
explore innovative policy and financing
solutions, and strengthen multilevel
governance approaches.

The meeting aims to reinvigorate global
commitment to the NUA, positioning
housing at the center of policy action and
accelerating implementation pathways
toward 2036. It will also contribute to
shaping global urban policy debates

and advancing integrated solutions that
connect housing, climate action, and
sustainable development.

e Take stock of 10 years of NUA
implementation, highlighting progress,
gaps, and challenges, particularly
in housing.

e Reaffirm political commitment to housing
as a driver of inclusion, prosperity,
and sustainability.

Small Island Developing States (SIDS) are at
the frontline of climate change, where rising
seas, fragile ecosystems, and limited land
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converge with growing urban pressures.
These challenges are compounded by
housing shortages, overstretched services,
and economic dependence on sectors such
as tourism.

This session explores how SIDS can turn
vulnerability into opportunity by advancing
integrated approaches to housing, urban
resilience, and blue economy development.
It will highlight innovative policies,
financing mechanisms, and community-
led practices that strengthen climate
adaptation while supporting livelihoods and
sustainable tourism.

Bringing together diverse regional
experiences, the dialogue will examine how
land, housing, infrastructure, and governance
systems can be aligned to address complex
trade-offs—balancing growth, protection,
and inclusion. Particular attention will be
given to culturally grounded and locally
driven solutions.

By connecting local realities with global
processes, including COP31, the session
aims to identify practical accelerators that
enable SIDS to scale resilient, inclusive urban
development and position island cities as
leaders in sustainable transformation.

Africa’s housing deficit—estimated at

over 51 million units—represents both a
critical development challenge and a major
untapped investment opportunity.

This session positions the Africa Affordable
Housing Compact as a catalytic platform
linking governments, developers, innovators,
and financial institutions. At its core

is a dynamic “deal room” designed to

match high-impact housing projects with
investors, creating a pipeline of scalable and
bankable opportunities.

Through focused dialogue and direct
engagement, the session will explore how
blended finance, standardized project
pipelines, and strengthened public—private
partnerships can unlock capital and
accelerate delivery. It will also highlight
emerging business opportunities within
Africa’s housing sector, positioning it as a
key frontier for global investment.

By moving from discussion to deal-making,
the session aims to generate concrete
financing commitments and partnerships—
advancing sustainable, inclusive housing
solutions across the continent at scale.

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We are at a defining moment. Across the world,
millions of people are arriving in and living in
cities in search of opportunity and safety — and
too many are met with exclusion and precarity.
The question is not whether cities will grow. It
is whether that growth will serve the many or
the few.

We believe in the right to the city. The right of all
people to access water, food, health, education,
housing, and public space — but also connectivity,
clean energy, care, equality and democracy. These
are not secondary demands; they are the new
essentials of urban life, the baseline from which
no one should be excluded. Quality public spaces
and services — reliable, universal, and affordable
to all — are the infrastructure of social and
territorial justice and equality. We have learned
that when we place those who need the most at
the center, we do not only reduce inequality; we
create cities that are more just, more robust, and
more human for everyone.

This experience is not ours alone. Across the
world, cities are advancing solutions rooted
in community, care, and the protection of the
common goods. The answers are already
emerging — but no city can face today’s
challenges alone.

That will be the spirit of WUF 14. As the 2030
Agenda deadline approaches, we have a shared
responsibility: to come together, to learn from
one another, and to boldly reimagine the cities we
want to live in — and the world we want to leave
behind. In Mexico City, we propose to make this
Forum a space where housing is debated as a
right, where the care economy takes its rightful
place at the center of urban policy, and where
communities — alongside local and national
governments — shape the global transformation
agenda for action.

In 2028, Mexico City will welcome the world.
Building on the legacy of previous World Urban
Forums, WUF 14 is a global call for deep
transformation — a moment to renew the social,
economic and ecological contract and to reaffirm
that international cooperation is not optional. A
new cycle begins here, one built on solidarity, on
shared commitments, and the courage to build the
cities our people have always deserved.
